1968 with a Baccalaureate in Education and later obtained her Doctorate in

Education from Temple University.

She is survived by her husband of 49 years, James Coale and cousins, Chuck
Manfredonia (Andrea Strang) of Maryland, Dr. John Manfredonia (Beverly Brown) of
Arizona and Carole Comfort (Alex Hooper) of New Jersey.

She will be remembered for her kindness, generosity, and selflessness, always there to
listen and offer advice.
