Roger was always community minded, involved in the Zoning Board of Queen
Village for 20 years and working with Mayor Wilson Good to reinstate the
curfew in Philadelphia. Roger was a property developer, owner, and manager
in Bucks County, Philadelphia, Moorestown, and LBI. Most recently Roger
was Director of Properties with the non-profit MEND organization in
Moorestown, NJ. He was an Eagle Scout and continued as a Committee
Chairman, Counselor and Treasurer for Troup #61 from 1989-2012. He was
an avid runner, European race car enthusiast, and a member of Actors’ Equity
Association. Roger was the devoted husband of Jean Ann Turner Kunkel,
father of Roger McKichan Kunkel, Jr., and brother of Dr. Elizabeth Kunkel of
Brookline, Mass.

My deepest sympathy to Roger’s family on your loss. He was
ethical and kind and gentle ... and back in the 1970s he was one of
the best pinball players | had ever seen.

Please allow me to recount a story about Roger’s pinball prowess,
an experience of nearly 40 years ago that | remember vividly:

| knew Roger as a friend and neighbor in Philadelphia in the ‘70s,
who | then ran into again when we both moved back to Moorestown.
We first met in the back room of a pizza place at 12th & Pine streets
in Philadelphia, and | would watch in awe as he played all four
players on the machine, winning game after game on every player.

Back then, when you performed some feat of skill and won a free
game, a loud “POP!” would sound and a little dial on the backboard
of the machine would turn to indicate that you had won a free game.
Watching Roger play was a cacophony of “POP!” “POP!” “POP!” ...

One afternoon as | stood beside the flashing, banging game and
watched Roger play, he “hit,” winning a game on points. The free
game indicator turned to 10. Then he “hit” again, performing some
tricky maneuver and scoring on the “Special When Lit” feature. A
second later he *hit” again, passing some bonus level. The game
went “POP!” “POP!” “POP!” ... but the dial on the backboard only
turned once, and stopped with 10 free games registered.

Not wanting to disturb the master as he played out the ball, | waited
several minutes until he finally lost the ball. | said to him: “You know
that you hit three games that time, but it only gave you one.”

Without looking up, he pulled back the plunger for his next ball,
released it and said softly “Only goes to 10.”
